Mathematics

In maths, we are following the Power Maths
scheme of work. Children will count backwards and
forwards to 20 from any given number and learn
their number bonds and related subtraction facts
within 20. They will build on their previous skills
and solve one-step problems that involve addition
and subtraction, using concrete objects and
pictorial representations, as well as missing
number problems suchas 7=_-9.

Science

Children will identify and name a variety of common animals including
fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals. They will explore what
it means to be a carnivore, herbivore and omnivore and which animals
fall into those categories. Children will go onto identify and label parts
of the human body as decide which part of the body is associated with

History

In History, our children will
