English

The children will read a selection of stories and predict
how the different stories will end, and then retell them in
their own words. They will focus on characters and ask
questions about them, and they link the characters’
experiences to their own using drama and role-play. They
will decide which story they liked most and give reasons
for their choice. The children will have the opportunity to
compose sentences orally before going on to write their
own compositions about a visit to a farm and the diary of
a dragon.

Children will observe changes across the 4 seasons and
observe and describe the weather associated with each
one. They will explore how the day length varies between
the seasons. They will go onto identify and name a variety
of common, wild and garden plants along with different
trees and describe their basic structure.
